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No RAIDs defined in /etc/mdadm/mdadm.conf. However, mdrun
searches for all RAIDs (IIRC by partition type = 0xfd) and
starts them.

I wouldn't recommend doing this blindly but given what you've
posted I think this will fix your config for you:

mdadm −−examine −−scan >>/etc/mdadm/mdadm.conf
